All cash, cheques, gifts, subscriptions, yes 
even the subscriptions that you collect  from 
the parents of the children and young people 
you have in your organisation.

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SURREY CVYS  REVIEW OF 2003-2004 
 

Members will be receiving a full version of the review of the year ending March 2004 
but for all our readers, here is an abridged version so you can read what we have 
been doing on your behalf. If you are not members of  Surrey CVYS then don’t delay 
and contact us for a membership application form! 
 
Surrey CVYS is now firmly established and trusted as the representative voice of the 
voluntary sector youth organisations in Surrey. Our aim is to provide our members 
with a valued service. 
  
Notable highlights in this year have included: 
Attracting 5 new members bringing our total to 55 organisations. They in turn have 
around 60,000 members aged 5-25. Between them they offer a wide range of 
facilities and services with a good mix of small and large, local and national, 
uniformed, faith, non uniformed, sport and service based organisations. 
Celebration of Youth was a new venture when on June 21st in Woking, we staged 
a fast paced display of contributions from a dozen of our member groups to an 
audience of young people, parents, leaders and civic dignitaries. We also included 
our AGM in the evening  
Open Forums for members. We have held three in this year tackling current issues 
including the Transforming Youth Work agenda, child protection and an extremely 
successful Funding Forum.   
Attracting funding for members including: 
Minor Works Fund where grants of over £23,000 were approved to voluntary 
sector groups for repairs to their premises. The Rural Development Fund (RYCC) 
disbursed £5,900 and approved a further £6,000 for projects due to start in 2004. 
We worked with Surrey County Council to redefine the Service Level Agreement 
for the voluntary sector. 
Youth Online was a project jointly funded by Connexions Surrey and Transforming 
Youth Work to provide online computing to over 40 youth sites. The purchase of 
equipment, installation, and project management for this was undertaken and 
successfully completed by Surrey CVYS  . 
Membership of forums, panels, groups and associations:  
As part of our remit to promote our sector, we have jointly created a sound and 
trusted partnership with Surrey Youth Development Service and are also 
represented on a variety of other bodies in the region. 
Connexions has been a very large part of  our work this year . We are delighted 
that with 22 projects and 29 Personal Advisers from Voluntary groups, we are 
making a vital contribution to the partnership. We chair the Voluntary Forum, 
manage funded projects, authorise grants and have organised seminars and an 
annual conference.   
Continuously developing communications through the bi monthly Newsletter 
which, as from June 2003 incorporates all youth activities and news from both the 
voluntary and statutory sector.  In excess of 2,100 copies are now distributed within 
Surrey for every edition and it is also available on our updated Web site. The 
members survey started in January has yielded some positive feed back on our 
members, their membership numbers and views on our service.

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Connexions Ambassadors – a new link in schools 
Connexions Surrey are currently piloting the idea of recruiting Connexions 
Ambassadors in a number of schools. Initial feedback from the pilot schools has 
been very positive, and is the scheme rolls out the opportunity for the voluntary 
sector to make links will become increasingly valuable 

The Connexions Ambassadors are volunteer pupils whose job is simply to help 
other pupils contact Connexions when they need to. They’re not “mini-PAs” and 
have been carefully briefed never to give advice themselves, but they do know 
where young people can get advice from. 

In the first place they are given details of the Connexions Personal Adviser who 
visits their school regularly as part of our statutory requirement to deliver education 
and careers IAG. They know the PA’s name, when they will normally be in school, 
and how to contact them via their office phone number when they’re not. 

In addition they are briefed to tell other pupils about all of the other ways of 
contacting Connexions where they’ll be able to talk confidentially to a trained 
Connexions Personal Adviser.

But even more importantly for us, the Ambassadors act as our “eyes and ears” for 
promoting the service in individual schools. Obviously, they will know the school 
much better than we can hope to, as they’re there every day, and by the time they’re 
GCSE or A Level pupils, they’ll have been there for several years. 

This gives them the inside track on what will “work” for Connexions in any particular 
school, and some really interesting ideas have already come out of this. One group 
of Ambassadors decided that they would like to have business cards to hand out 
instead of more cumbersome leaflets – an obvious idea but one that works really 
nicely because we can personalise them with all of the local details about PAs for 
any particular school. We’ve found a cost effective way of producing cards, and 
worked with the youth forum to help design something that’s “funky”. Now these 
cards are being offered to any school that takes up the Ambassadors scheme. 

Another group of Ambassadors decided that having a freephone in the school’s  
Resource Library to call Connexions Direct would be a great thing. We were able to 
find a phone that can be programmed to automatically dial just one number (saving 
the bill for calls to someone’s aunty in Australia – we hope!) and this is on trial right 
now. 
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Connexions Customer Information System - ADAPT Pilot Project 
 

ADAPT will enable PAs to access and update information on the young 
person that they will see.  The first “roll out” of laptops to the PAs in 
Surrey has occurred.  Six voluntary organisations hosting Personal 
Advisers have undertaken their ADAPT training and have been issued 
with laptops.  They are: 
 
 Jonathan Hardwick - Walton Baptist Church 
 Samena Mehmood - Woking Community Relations Forum 
 Magda Mannings - Surrey Care Trust 
 Rachel Oliver -  Schools Christian Council Trust 
 Karen Margerison - Trident Trust 
 Helen Rudkin - Guildford Action for Families 
 
The pilot will continue for 4 weeks with the PAs using the system and 
collecting data.  During this time they will be supported by VT Careers 
Management and Connexions Surrey.   
 
They will all come together again during June to feedback on their 
experiences and any issues will be resolved.  If the pilot is successful 
then all PAs within the voluntary sector will be able to access the ADAPT 
system either via a laptop or desktop.  This will greatly enhance the 
service that the PA can offer to the young person and Connexions Surrey 
will be able to collate more accurately the delivery of the Connexions 
Services via the voluntary sector. 
 
It is hoped that each Voluntary Sector PA will have received their training 
and laptop by September 04.

So Connexions potentially gain quite a bit from the Ambassadors in terms of 
promoting the service and generating new ideas for us. We believe that the 
Ambassadors will gain too; it’s something to add to their Progress File and we will 
produce certificates for their CV.  It also fits well with school councils and/or 
mentoring work and at least one of our pilot schools has used the scheme to 
engage young people with self esteem issues. 

And where does the voluntary sector fit in? As the Ambassadors scheme rolls out, 
it will provide a terrific way for projects to be promoted in relevant local schools. If 
it’s a project that already works in a school, then we will make the link to the 
Ambassador – if it’s one that serves a need in the local area, then once again we 
can use the Ambassadors to promote the project amongst their peers and school-
mates.

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MEMBERS’ NEWS 

Who wants to be a Millionaire?  We do!  
 

Local charity, The Surrey Care Trust, were delighted when they recently received a 
phone call from Celador to tell them that one of their supporters would be on “Who 
wants to be a Millionaire” raising money for their cause.  And who was the 
supporter?  None other than Olympic Silver medallist and TV presenter Roger 
Black! 
 
In an Olympic Champion Special of the show, Roger Black teamed up with Olympic 
Rower Matthew Pinsent to put their brains to the test.  After an impressive 
performance the two walked away with a fantastic £ 125,000.  Half of the funds 
raised will go to the British Olympic Association, with the remaining money being 
divided between the athletes’ chosen charities.  The Surrey Care Trust is thrilled to 
receive approximately £16,000 with Roger’s other chosen charity, Cystic Fibrosis, 
receiving an equal share. 
 
Roger Black has supported The Surrey Care Trust for a number of years.  In 2003, 
he was the “face” of their 21st Birthday Campaign and in December he officially 
opened their new training facility for disaffected and vulnerable young people in 
Woking, the Wayside Centre.  Speaking about the Trust, Mr Black said: 
 
 “I was really pleased to support the Trust through “Who wants to be a Millionaire.”  I 
know how hard all the staff and volunteers work to raise money every year and their 
cause is a difficult one – helping people in need in a County perceived as wealthy 
and trouble-free. I am particularly interested in their work with vulnerable young 
people.  I met a few of them at the Wayside Centre and some of them have had a 
really difficult time.  They deserve to get the support they need now so that they can 
hopefully pursue successful lives in the future.”

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SURREY YOUNG CARERS 

Surrey Young Carers Project was set up in 1996 and has continued to 
grow and develop ever since. The project is managed by Action for 
Carers (Surrey) and currently supports around 700 young carers in 
Surrey.  

Recent census figures suggest that there maybe as many as 171,000 
young people in the country caring for a family member or relative. 
However, a recent BBC Panorama programme stated that at least 
300,000 young people live in a household where someone may misuse 
alcohol or substances.  Around 3000 of them are expected to live in 
Surrey. Young Carers can be hard to identify, many will not be aware that 
what they are doing is ‘caring’, and typically young carers do not tell 
people what they are doing for a variety of reasons. 

The caring role can take on many forms; emotional support for a relative 
with mental health difficulties, looking out for a sibling with a physical or 
learning disability, providing physical and personal care, managing the 
household budget and doing domestic chores, are a few of the tasks a 
young carer may perform. Life in school can be particularly difficult for 
young carers, it maybe difficult for pupils to attend after school clubs, they 
may not be able to invite friends home, it may be difficult to complete 
homework, study for exams and be on time for school. Young Carers are 
also frequently bullied, with 71% reporting to have experienced bullying, 
many as a direct result of their caring role. 

The work of the project is primarily to advocate and empower young 
carers in their caring role, to identify young carers through school and to 
campaign for change in policies, practice and services so that young 
carers are supported in all environments.  The project accepts referrals 
from all agencies and young people and their families can refer 
themselves. Assessments are completed once a referral has been 
received and services are offered on a needs led basis. The project runs 
18 groups across the county, residentials, the chance to talk to someone, 
and workshops to deal with specific issues, a carer led and designed 
website and newsletters. The project is currently developing work to be 
conducted in schools to ensure that young carers needs are recognised 
and taken into consideration in the school environment.  

The council are due to launch the young carers strategy in the next few 
months, which aims to ensure that all services working with children 
realise the concept of young carers and ensures that their services are 
accessible and supporting of young carers.

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Surrey Community Action can now offer Child Protection Awareness Training to all 
voluntary and community organisations in Surrey working with children.  This is 
funded by Surrey Children’s Fund.

Both have extensive 
experience of child protection matters and legislative requirements and they are 
experienced Area Child Protection Committee trainers.   

The course will provide awareness training in child protection.   It will be structured 
to meet the needs of staff and volunteers who work with children in voluntary and 
community organisations in Surrey. 

The aim of this training is to:- 
·  Ensure that voluntary organisations are aware of their responsibilities 

regarding recognising and referring concerns about the welfare of 
children to the SSD.  

·  Provide awareness of the need to ensure that staff and volunteers are 
safe from allegations of abuse and that children are kept safe. 

·  Enable voluntary organisations to produce their own in-house child 
protection policy.  

·  Provide voluntary organisations with information and training materials to 
enable then to train staff and volunteers in their organisation. 

·  Familiarise participants  with First Check (NSPCC) booklet for voluntary 
organisations - particularly in relation to aspects of keeping children safe 
and child protection issues.

YOUTH SERVICE NEWS 
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DAUGHTERS FOLLOW THE LADS© EXAMPLE 
 

The success of adventure weekends for fathers and their sons in Surrey 
has led to a demand for daughters to have the same opportunity. 

Girls aged eight to 16 will be able to team up with their dads at High 
Ashurst, the outdoor education centre run by Surrey County Council, for a 
weekend of fun-filled and challenging activities such as abseiling, rock 
climbing and orienteering. 

There will also be time for them to relax together and talk about family 
matters or any other topics that may be on their minds, away from the 
pressures of every-day life. 

Two weekend courses will be dedicated to Dads & Daughters this year as 
well as four weekends reserved for Dads & Lads. 

Paul Bowen, the County Council©s Advisory Officer for Youth Work (Lifelong 
Learning), said: "For the past two years our Lads & Dads weekends have 
proved so popular, and of such benefit to those taking part, that the 
daughters who were left behind have justifiably felt put out. So this year we 
are doing something about that. 

"In a fast-moving world the demands of modern living can put a strain on 
family life. These special courses enable fathers and sons, and now 
daughters, to get away and have fun together in a stimulating environment, 
while also having the chance to discuss anything that is concerning them." 

He added: "In many cases we found that mothers had encouraged the 
fathers and sons to sign up." 

The courses have been developed by the County Council©s Youth 
Development Service in partnership with the multi-agency Surrey Parenting 
Education and Support Group. 

Stepfathers, uncles and ©father figures© are also welcome to take part, as 
well as brothers and sisters if they fall within the 8-16 age group. The 
activities are run on the basis of ©challenge by choice©, which means that 
none are compulsory. 

The cost is £50 per ©couple©. All are run over Saturday and Sunday but do 
not involve an overnight stay and are to be held between May and October 
at High Ashurst, near Box Hill, Dorking.

The Drug Intervention Programme shows its value 
 

A Drug Intervention Programme Supporting Youth (DIPSY) worker from North 
West Surrey has spoken about her role for the Youth Development Service to 

highlight what it involves and how necessary it is. 

 

DIPSY is a programme for 11-16 year olds in education. It is intended for young 
people excluded or in danger of being excluded from school or involved in poten-

tial prosecution cases.  The purpose of the programme is to develop a consis-
tent, multi-agency approach to both the education and intervention with young 
people involved with drugs, to minimise the disruption of their schooling, and to 

identify the appropriate assistance where required. 

 

Tracy Scares has now been in post for over 6 months and has now successfully 
completed many one to one programmes in mainstream schools across all four 
Boroughs in North West Surrey. Each piece of work that Tracy has undertaken 
has re-enforced her belief that DIPSY can and does reach those young people 
who otherwise may slip through the net with their schooling as a result of their 
involvement with drugs. 
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Stoughton Youth Centre Re-Opens 
 
Stoughton Youth Centre in Guildford is now open on a Wednesday and 
Thursday night with an outreach project working on a Tuesday night. The 
Centre had been closed since last summer. Currently the youth centre 
has sixteen young people attending on a regular basis with attendances 
growing every week. The young people have identified a need to do 
issue based work around drugs.  They started this project by designing 
artwork focusing on drugs as the theme.
