CRIMINAL RECORDS BUREAU

A new service for Surrey CVYS members.

On April 1st the Criminal Records Bureau went live in providing a
service for all employers of people where they work with young
people and vulnerable adults. The law now requires al workers,
whether paid or volunteers, working with young people, to be
checked with the Criminal Records Bureau.

Many large voluntary youth organisations have their own checking
procedures in place and are registered as an “Umbrella
Organisation” with the CRB. These include Scouts, Girlguiding
UK, NACYP and others but we realise that there are a number of
local or regional groups that do not have access.

We are pleased to announce, with immediate effect, a new service
for Surrey CVYS members who have no access to the CRB
disclosure procedure.

This offer isto use the service provided by The Lifetrain Trust, one
of our member organisations, who are registered to deal with
disclosures for applications to work with young people.
