SURREY SCOUTS PROGRAMME REVIEW

Over the past few years, the Scout Association has been going through a
period of change. Firstly, there is a new uniform - different colours, different
fabrics, more choice between a formal and informal uniform for everyone.
The Association’s logo has also been updated - the familiar fleur de lys stays
but it now has an added swish! Finally, there has been a change in some of
the names and age ranges of the training sections and in the training
programme itself. Scouting used to offer a training programme for young
people aged 6 to 20; it now offers a programme for 6 to 25 year olds.

Beaver Scouts for youngsters aged 6 to 8 years remain. They now have a
training programme which includes activity badges and culminates in the
Chief Scouts Bronze Award.

Cub Scouts for young people aged 8 to 10.5 years also remain. Their
training programme has also altered with the highest award being the Chief
Scouts Silver Award.



Scouts, for young people aged 10.5 to 14 years come next, the age
range has been reduced by one year and the training programme
altered. The highest award they can gain is the Chief Scouts Gold
Award.

The Venture Scout section disappears (in Surrey from 31 August 2002)
and its place is taken by Explorer Scouts. An Explorer Scout is aged
between 14 and 18 years and is a member of an Explorer Scout Unit.
Explorer Scouts also have the opportunity of becoming young leaders
and being able to help with the younger sections.

Life after Explorer Scouting continues in the Scout Network. Every
person in Scouting aged
between 18 and 25 is
automatically a member of
the Scout Network. The
young people may be an
adult leader, a member of a
team with a specific project
or a member of the Scout
Network. The Scout Network
is run by the members for the
members and is organised
on a county basis.

The Scout Network shares a

training programme  with

Explorer Scouts. There are

two further Chief Scouts

Awards to gain - Diamond

and Platinum and, at the

same time as working towards those, the members can also work for the
Duke of Edinburgh’'s Bronze, Silver and Gold Awards. However, the
Queens Scout Award remains the ultimate training award to be gained.

These changes are moving the Scout Movement forward. However, the
fundamentals behind the Scout Movement have not altered. It is still a
values based organisation, with a law and promise (which have not
altered) that members make. The membership of Scouting, along with
other youth organisations has, in recent years, been declining. It is
hoped that these changes and enabling membership of the Association
to be much more flexible for the 14 to 25 year old, that decline should be
reversed.

As part of the ongoing commitment to the value of voluntary and
community work there will be discussion on the creation of the
dedicated forum for the sector. The Voluntary and Community Forum
will feed directly to the Board of Connexions Surrey through the
Forum’s Chair who will be one of the non-executive directors on the
Connexions Surrey board, initially this will be David Cox.

There will be two sessions on the 11 September aimed at those
working in the voluntary and community sector who are able to attend
an afternoon event from 2 pm - 5 pm repeated as a separate session
for those who are able to attend an early evening slot from 6:30 pm -

Connexions Surrey Launch — Update

The recent appointments of the Independent Chair, Jenny Griffiths and
the Chief Executive, Jonathan Olaofe (who took up his post in early
May to oversee the completion of the business plan) clearly
demonstrate that Connexions Surrey is now well on track.

A recent meeting with Connexions Service National Unit [CSNU] and
Government Office South East [GOSE], to discuss the plan for
Connexions Surrey to go live in the autumn, has highlighted the very
positive steps being taken. CSNU is particularly pleased with the
commitment and enthusiasm we are all showing in rising to the coming
challenges.

New additional funding will be coming in to the Partnership to conclude
arrangements for the planned launch activities. However, CSNU feels,
very much like the Partnership Board, that we should have the key
management team in place before launching and to this end we have
been able to present our recruitment plan, along with the timescales.
Another meeting is scheduled with GOSE to review progress and to
discuss the launch date, which is likely to be around November -
subject to the Board® approval.

In the meantime, all activities will be going ahead as planned, including
the whisper/teaser marketing campaign and we will be honouring our
commitments to existing projects. High profile events are also being
planned for the launch date for the new Connexions Surrey service.
